Evanston, IL 8 Sigma
Alpha Epsilon, under the
leadership and direction
of the Supreme Council,
has made a historic deci-
sion that will realign the
Fraternity to produce
the original
experience that our
Founding Fathers envi-
sioned. This change will
adopt a continuous de-
velopment of our mem-
bers throughout their
lives. Effective March 9,
2014, new-member
(pledge) programming
will be eliminated com-
pletely from our opera-
tions, and the classifica-
tion of new member
(pledge) will no longer
exist. All chapters and
colonies will be required
to implement this im-
portant change.

Our Supreme Council
decided to enact this
change between conven-
tions in order to protect
Sigma Al pha
future and to eliminate a
class structure between
our new members and
our active members. As
an important historical
reference, the concept of
pledging did not exist in

Nobl e
original Ritual and Con-
stitution. What we un-
derstand today as the
new-member (pledge)
program was not adopt-
ed by the Fraternity until
the years following
World War 1.

The new True Gentle-
man Experience will
enhance the educational
and leadership experi-
ence of our new mem-
bers and build upon
their development dur-
ing each year of their
collegiate tenure. The
Supreme Council unani-
mously supports the
program in order to en-
sure a more positive,
meaningful membership
for our collegiate mem-
bers and alumni. From
the moment a man joins
Sigma Alpha Epsilon, he
should take personal
ownership of his Frater-
nity and play an active
role in our future.

The education of our
members will shift form

In
addition, the goal is to
provide the skills neces-
sary for our members to
excel in the professional
world once they gradu-
ate.

cator will be replaced
with a Member Educa-
tor, who will be respon-
sible for the oversight of
educational initiatives
for his fellow members.

Under the program,
chapters and colonies
may continue to recruit
prospective members as
they do currently. When
they extend a bid, the
college man who accepts
the invitation will be-
come a collegiate mem-
ber. Within 96 hours of
accepting his bid, the
group must report him
to the Fraternity Service
Center, and he will be
required to accept our
Scope of Association
Agreement and complete
the Carson Starkey
Membership Certifica-
tion Program. Further-
more, every member will
be expected to meet our
membership require-
ments and expectations
and, should he fail to do
so, our Fraternity Laws
provide the means to
suspend or remove his

membership.
